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Eucharistic Adoration

On the first Monday of the month Assumption Church has Eucharistic
adoration that begins at 11:30 am and ends at 7:00 pm with benediction. This
type of adoration is called non-perpetual or devotional adoration, which is
less than 24 hours. It has been the belief of the Catholic Church that from the
beginning that the bread and wine when consecrated truly becomes the Body
and Blood of Jesus, and the Catholic Catechism states, this “Eucharistic
presence of Christ [which] begins at the moment of the consecration . . .
endures as long as the Eucharistic species subsist.” (CC#1377)

When asked, Father Gizler said this is a
quiet time when you can become acquainted
with the Lord. You can do this with quiet
prayer or saying the rosary, reading the bible or
just talking to God about your day. There are
